Goodwill Southern Rivers, 2217 Marvyn Parkway, C-3, GC-2, Goodwill 
donation center
Mr. Ogren reported Goodwill Southern Rivers is requesting to locate a donation structure at 2217 Marvyn Parkway - the former Twin City Marine location (see photo attached). The 8’ x 8’ structure is used to collect clothes and household items.  Employees are not necessary for a donation center so power and other utilities are not required; Donors drive by and drop off their goods in the structure.  Goodwill said that donations are removed from the structure every day, seven (7) days a week.  Once a month an audit is carried out on the quality of the donation center to ensure a clean and professional appearance is provided.  The photo attached shows the proposed location of the donation structure.
Planning Staff recommends conditional use approval.
Mr. Dorsey reported the collection centers are proposed to be located at 2217 Marvyn Parkway, 1706 Columbus Parkway, and 2900 Pepperell Parkway.  No utility connections are required.  The centers will be placed at areas on the site that will not impede traffic flow.

The Engineering Department has a positive recommendation for these conditional use requests, subject to the following:

Goodwill Southern Rivers, 1706 Columbus Parkway, C-3, GC-2, Goodwill 
donation center
Mr. Ogren reported Goodwill Southern Rivers is requesting to locate a structure at the corner of North Uniroyal Road and Columbus Parkway.  The 8’ x 8’ structure is used to collect donations (see photo of structure).  Employees are not necessary at the donation center so power and other utilities are not required; Donors drive by and drop off goods in the structure.  Goodwill said that donations are removed from the structure every day, seven days a week.  Also once a month an audit is taken on the quality of the donation center to ensure a clean and professional appearance.  The photo attached shows the proposed location of the donation structure at the corner of Columbus Parkway and North Uniroyal Road.
There are future street plans to relocate South Uniroyal Road so it aligns with North Uniroyal to form a four-point intersection.  Most likely a traffic light will also be installed. Planning staff expects an active commercial intersection at this location. Due to the street plans and the growth expected at and near this intersection.  Planning Staff believes that the Goodwill Center is not appropriate near the corner of the intersection. Staff recommends that the donation center be relocated somewhere else on the property or perhaps on another property (Staff notified Goodwill of this recommendation. At this writing an alternative location has not been determined).
Mr. Dorsey reported the collection centers are proposed to be located at 2217 Marvyn Parkway, 1706 Columbus Parkway, and 2900 Pepperell Parkway.  No utility connections are required.  The centers will be placed at areas on the site that will not impede traffic flow.

The Engineering Department has a positive recommendation for these conditional use requests, subject to the following:

Goodwill Southern Rivers, 2900 Pepperell Parkway, C-3, GC-2, Goodwill 
donation center
Mr. Ogren reported Goodwill Southern Rivers is requesting to relocate their donation building at the Wal-Mart Super Center.  See map and photo of new location.  Currently the donation structure is aligned with the front of the Wal-Mart store located on the West side of the store. Goodwill desires to move the structure closer to Pepperell Parkway near the main driveway into Wal-Mart to provide better visibility to donors.  As the other two Goodwill Centers, employees are not necessary so power and other utilities are not required; Donors drive by and drop off goods in the structure.  Goodwill said that donations are removed from the structure every day, seven days a week.  Also, once a month an audit is taken on the quality of the donation center to ensure a clean and professional appearance.  See photo of structure and map for location.
Staff recommends the donation structure be located in the parking lot as shown on the site plan.  The structure should not be located in the row of parking spaces next to the main driveway.
Mr. Dorsey reported the collection centers are proposed to be located at 2217 Marvyn Parkway, 1706 Columbus Parkway, and 2900 Pepperell Parkway.  No utility connections are required.  The centers will be placed at areas on the site that will not impede traffic flow.

The Engineering Department has a positive recommendation for these conditional use requests, subject to the following:

Sonam Consulting, Inc., 2000 block of Gateway Drive, C-2, GC-2, Revision 
of site plan (Studio 6 motel)

Mr. Ogren reported at the February 28, 2008 meeting, the Planning Commission granted conditional use approval for an Extended Stay Hotel to be constructed on Gateway Drive.  At the meeting discussion was held to decide the appropriate landscape buffering to reduce the adverse effects from a three story hotel adjacent to a residential neighborhood (Hamilton Place).  The buffering required at the meeting was a 20 foot undisturbed wooded area, a row of Leyland cypress, and a six foot high wooden fence. Planning staff believed that the buffer served as a “nearly impervious visual barrier” as described in the Landscape Regulations.  Also the hotel building was setback 30 feet from the south property line.  The minimum setback requirement is 20 feet from the property line to the wall of the building.
The Extended Stay Hotel is near completion and landscaping is about to begin.  The property owner is requesting that the 6 foot high wooden fence not be required.  If installed the fence would be located in a swale used for storm drainage (see photos of storm drain area).  The applicant’s engineer determined that the fence will most likely hinder drainage of storm water and water could back-up and/or pool-up near the hotel exterior wall.  If the fence is eliminated storm water will flow freely.
At the 2008 meeting Planning Staff reviewed the fence requirement as a visual barrier (perhaps a sound barrier too) for Hamilton Place. However, Staff now believes that the proposed fence will not serve as a visual barrier because the fence is at a lower elevation than the South property line or rear yards of residential properties adjacent to the hotel property.  (See photo and notice difference in elevation).  From the South property line it appears the fence will not be seen from most yards.  Also an existing fence owned by the adjacent Hamilton Place property owners is located along the south property.
Planning Staff accepts the concern and judgment of the applicant’s engineer about the fence hindering the flow of storm water.  Also, Staff believes the fence will not serve as a visual buffer.  Planning Staff recommends the fence be removed from the site plan and not required to be installed.
Mr. Dorsey reported no report.
Mr. Lee reported water service is accessible to this use by a water main in the right-of-way of Gateway Drive.
Mr. Peckum reported this location is presently served by Opelika Light and Power.
Chairman Pridgen stated this is strictly about allowing them to do away with the fence.

Dr. Lazenby questioned the architect about the size and spacing of the trees to be planted for the buffer.

Amy Dorsey stated that the previous conditional use request was approved to plant 20 gallon Leyland Cypress trees 20 foot apart for the buffer.  On the south property line there is already a 6 foot tall privacy fence already.  Then we will have a 20 of undisturbed existing tree buffer, and then will plant the Leyland Cypress trees.  Due to the elevation of the Hamilton Place residential property being higher than the hotel property the fence will not serve as privacy.
Mayor Fuller motioned to grant conditional use approval with staff recommendation.
Mr. Seroyer seconded the motion.

Mr. Hilyer asked the size of the trees being planted.

Ms. Dorsey stated the Leyland Cypress tress will be 15 gallons in size.

Chairman Pridgen asked if the property owner was willing to move the trees closer than the preciously approved 20 foot?

Mr. Hilyer stated if the buffer is to remain undisturbed the 20 gallon trees at 20 feet apart should be sufficient.

Alan Lee an adjoining property owner at 2140 Hamilton Place north.  I recall the fence was required to eliminate foot traffic from the extended stay hotel.  I have a problem with this.  This should have been taken care of on the design of the site.  They knew they where going to have a swell there plus a fence.  The big problem I have there also is with the lighting.  We had special arrangements behind my mothers’ house to eliminate the lighting, they had to build special boxes to contain the lighting.  I was wondering about the lighting of I was worried about our property and the lighting.
Mr. Kelley stated that the lighting issue should be handled with the landscape buffer.  If not we can address that if it becomes an issue.

Mayor Fuller stated I recall many concerned neighbors at the previous meetings and they are expecting a fence to be installed in addition to the trees being planted.

Mr. Cherry stated you can design a fence to the height needed to accommodate the swell as necessary by shortening the slats fairly easy.

Chairman Pridgen stated the question here is to eliminate the fence, eliminate the fence and require closer buffer, or the motion on the table is to remove the fence and allow the Leyland Cypress tree buffer to remain 20 feet apart.  We can accept or deny that motion.

Mr. Whatley asked to clarify the width between trees or the setback?
Chairman Pridgen stated the distance is 20 feet between the Leyland Cypress trees.

Mr. Ogren stated the building in 30 feet from the property line.

Mr. Seroyer stated the biggest concern I have is that the community that lives there begin mislead to think that the fence is to be placed.
Mr. Kelley stated with a conditional use application we do not notify the property owners individually like a subdivision application.  We did advertise in the OA News.  At the time we made the condition of the 25 foot undisturbed buffer, Leyland Cypress trees and a fence we where not aware that an existing fence lined the property line.

Ms. Dorsey stated the original drawing at the last meeting the original fence was not shown.  At that time the whole area was wooded and we where unaware of the existing fence.  Is this about the light or the foot traffic?  My client has agreed to correct this to plant the Leyland Cypress trees 15 foot apart instead of the 20 foot apart to remedy these issues.  We are still concerned about the swell water and diverting that around the trees with the fence in place.  The elevation of the properties should address the lighting issue.

Dr. Lazenby asked if the property owner is willing to postpone this decision until next month?

Ms. Dorsey stated he wished to open before the next meeting.

Chairman Pridgen asked for a vote of the motion on the table if we have no further questions.

Mayor Fuller asked to amend the motion to allow the fence to be removed from the conditions and amend the distance of the Leyland Cypress tress to 15 foot on center apart and 20 gallons in size.

ANNEXATION AND ZONING RECOMMENDATION
8.
WP Properties Opelika, LLC, 2401 First Avenue, 94 acres, M-1 zone 
recommended
Mr. Kelley reported applicant is requesting to annex approximately ninety-six (96) acres and zone the property M-1 on the south side of 1st Avenue.  The existing vacant structure on site is approximately 988,000 square feet.  Property on the north side of 1st Avenue is already within the city and zoned M-1.  At this time the staff supports the M-1 zoning petition.  If the opportunity to sell the property for another use rather than manufacturing occurs, such as a mixed use development, a rezoning to either a PUD or C-2 is a viable option.

A land use concern by staff exists on the north side of 1st Avenue between 22nd Street and 25th Street and bounded on the north by 2nd Avenue is vacant and zoned M-1.  Planning staff suggests a transition to either C-2 or C-3 instead of the current M-1 zoning to avoid a potential land use conflict between Village Residential zoning and residences in Mill Village along 2nd Avenue.  West Point-Stevens property on the north side of 1st Avenue between 22nd Street and Gateway Drive is vacant and zoned C-3. 

Planning Staff recommends approve the annexation petition and rezoning request for M-1.
Guy Gunter address the question from work session, if the City could or would occur and liability for the environmental issues possibly related to this property.  The City will not incur any liability if this property is annexed.

Mr. Dorsey reported sanitary sewer service is available to this 96-acre parcel via an in-place gravity main that flows in a westward direction through the middle of the property.  The CSX Transportation rail line also passes through the property and parallel to the First Avenue right-of-way.  Property access is available at several locations along First Avenue and Cunningham Drive.

The Engineering Department has a positive recommendation for this annexation request.
Mr. Lee reported water service is accessible to this request by a water main in the right-of-way of First Avenue.
Mr. Peckum reported this property is in the Opelika Light & Power and Alabama Power service territories.
Chairman Pridgen opened the public hearing.

No comments where given from the audience.

Proposed Airport Ordinance EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Recent expansions at the Auburn-Opelika Robert G. Pitts Airport have resulted in changes to flight patterns and airspace needs around the airport.  The current airport ordinance does not adequately address protection of this necessary airspace.  Airport officials and Opelika/ Auburn city staff have worked together on how to better define and protect the airspace in the ordinance so that development can continue around the airport in a safe and effective manner.  The result has been a proposal to amend the code that would address building and vegetation heights around the airport and its runways, limit certain types of development in the runway approaches, and provide information for noise mitigation standards in areas in proximity to the airport.

Staff Recommendation:  Approve and forward to City Council the new Airport Overlay District.

Discuss conceptual plan for Carmike movie theater. Conditional use review 
at November Planning Commission meeting.

Mr. Kelley reported the applicant is requesting comments on a concept plan by Carmike from the Planning Commission and city administration prior to submitting for conditional use approval in November.
Recommendation:  In preparation for the submission of a development plan for conditional use consideration, the following comments are provided by Planning Staff.

1.
Information on the development plan shall include the development plan and a 
written report as set forth in Section 7.6; Subsection B; Paragraph 2; 
Subparagraphs a., b. c.

2.
Minor changes are required in the preliminary landscape plan and must be 
certified with a landscape architect seal.

3.
Requirements for Gateway Corridor-1 Overlay District as set forth in Section 7.3; 
Subsection A., shall be satisfied.
Mr. Dorsey reported sanitary sewer service is available to this 9.8-acre commercial parcel via an in-place gravity main along the western property boundary.  Storm water will be managed via one in-place detention pond that also serves the entire subdivision.  The lone ingress/egress point will be at the western end of Capps Landing.  650 paved parking spaces are shown to be constructed on the site, of which 12 are designated for use by the disabled.  A commercial dumpster pad will be placed at the southwestern corner of the building.

The Engineering Department has the following comments regarding the conceptual site plan:
1.
The 650 parking spaces shown exactly satisfies the revised zoning requirement 
for providing one space per four theater seats; however, there are no additional 
spaces provided for the cinema employees, which is also a part of the revised 
zoning requirement.  Additional parking spaces must be shown to accommodate 
the number of employees on the largest work shift.

2.
A fire lane should be designated across the entire travel lane on the front 
(northern) side of the building.  In doing so, all 12 parking spaces for the disabled 
should be relocated across the vehicle travel lanes.

3.
ADA standards for large parking lots (more than 500 spaces) require at least two 
percent of the spaces be designated for use by the disabled.  Therefore, the 
number of accessible parking spaces must be increased from 12 to 14 to satisfy 
this requirement.

4.
The paved travel path along the rear (southern) side of the building is not wide 
enough to accommodate two full lanes of traffic.  The minimum width for a two-
way travel path is 24 feet.
Mr. Lee reported requesting additional area for utilities placement and meter services on the site (non-paved areas).
Mr. Peckum reported no report.
Mr. McBurney reported for safety reasons we will require a 20 foot fire lane around the entire building for public safety and two way traffic flow around to entire building.
Chairman Pridgen requested the information reported today to be sent to the Carmike Cinemas developers.

Commissioners expressed concerns of where the additional land for the parking and fire lane requirements will come from.
